 Each year the Board of Pensions 
conducts free training events in three 
regions of the country. This year's east-
ern regional  event provided an update 
on the current principles, practices and 
services of the Board. Geoff Huish 
(CPM chair), Ginny Rainey (Stated 
Clerk), Sam Strohm (COM chair), Trav 
Young (BoP Liaison) and I attended on 
your behalf. 
 Since all of our pastors partici-
pate in the Plan, and since each of our 
congregations participates through dues 
payments, we thought you would like to 
learn some of things we learned. First 
we heard of the community nature of the 
plan. This community nature leads to 
four commitments. These are: 
    1) those who are called to serve the 
church get minimum benefits regardless 
of  their income of where they serve, 
    2) churches participate by contribut-
ing a share of dues 31% of effective sal-
ary), 
    3) members share costs through de-
ductibles and co-pays, and

   4) the Presbyterian Christian community provides its servants with a safety net.  In addition, those with the 
greatest resources share the greatest amount of the costs, and the healthy participate for the sake of those 
with health care needs.  
 The core benefits are retirement (11% of dues), health care (19%) and death and disibility benefits 
(1%). The 11% pension benefit amount has held steady for decades, as has the 1% for death and disibility 
benefits. What has driven up costs is the health care portion. It will remain at 19% until the governing board 
of the BoP meets this June, at which time it may go up or may hold steady. It is driven entirely by the spiral-
ling costs of health care nationwide - rising at the rate of 12% - 14% per annum. The effective salaries upon 
which our member dues are paid tend to go up at a rate of 2% - 3% per annum, creating a shortfall relative to 
total real costs. Thus the medical percentage continues to grow. We are still well below most secular health 
plans.  
 Plan members need to remember both the health services available to them and the procedures for 
accessng those services. While most services are a simple phone call away, all scans and hospital stays need 
precertification. You can obtain this precertification by calling Intracorp at 1-800-237-3015. If you are ad-
mitted to a hospital emergency room through the emergency you or a loved one needs to call the precertifica-
tion number within 48 hours to alert staff and obtain the proper permission.  
In addition to basic medical care, other medical services provided are:

      * Two new benefits, one on weight management and one for stress management, 
            will be available soon. All plan members should receive pamphlets in the mail. 
 There are optional benefits as well.  Every church whose pastor has left within the past 12 months 
pays "Vacancy Dues". Assessed at 12%, not 31%, these monies are the only source for our retired pastors' 
and spouses' Medicare Supplements.  
 Our money is well managed. The pension portion of the BoP has risen back from just under $100 
million in invested assets to $116 million. This is just shy of the pre-9/11 amount of $120 million. Obviously 
this is much larger than any church will ever have to manage, so you might ask, "What does it mean?" Basi-
cally it means that every one of our currently serving members, were the churches all to close today, will re-
ceive full benefits until death. Pastors and other Plan members, please be comforted by this! Congregations, 
thank you for what you have helped create! 
 Regarding divestment from companies doing business in Israel, here is the process our denomination 
uses in any divestment decision. First, the Committee on Mission Responsibility through Investment meets 
and scans all investment holdings. So far (as of April 2005), no company has been questioned for divestment 
and the MRTI has met twice. If a company or a few were to be questioned, we would enter into conversa-
tions with both our ecumenical partners (Evangelical Lutheran Church, The United Methodist Church and 
The Episcopal Church) to see if they are thinking similarly. We would also enter into immediate conversa-
tions with the businesses in question to see if they can address our concerns. If they don't address our con-
cerns, then we would try to pass shareholder resolutions to resolve the problems. Only if all this fails would 
names of companies be recommended to future General Assembly meetings for commissioner vote.  
 All in all, our Board of Pensions Plan is responsibly managed, faithfully administered, and in place 
that all may continue to serve. If you submit medical costs and are turned down, submit them again... and 
again. Try three times, and then call either Trav Young or your presbytery office. The whole point of this 
system is to help you. We really are parts of one body, Christ's church.

Church Profile: McVeytown  
Taken from the Bicentennial Presentation of Churches, The Presbytery of Huntingdon, 1995 
 The McVeytown Presbyterian Church has its roots in the ear-
liest settlers of what became Mifflin County.  In 1766 Presbyterian 
missionaries to the frontier, Charles Beattie and George Duffield, 
preached on the old Andrew Bratton farm at the mouth of Matta-
wana Creek, where, it is said, a meeting house with logs and a clap-
board roof was built before the Revolutionary War.  Those who wor-
shipped there were known as the Wayne Congregation, and in 1784 
they called Matthew Stephens as their pastor in a yoke with the 
Derry Congregation (Lewistown.) 
 In 1814 John McVey, Sr. deeded one-half acre of land on the 
west side of Queen street to the trustees of the Presbyterian Congre-
gation of Waynesburg, and on it a small stone church and a cemetery 
were established.  Soon the stone building was judged to be too 
small and otherwise inadequate; thus in 1831 the present brick 
church was build at a cost of $2,500. 
 The Evangelistic Movement in the mid-nineteenth century found the Presbytery of Huntingdon clearly 
loyal to the Old School of Presbyterians, which frowned on ‘disorderly and emotional’ revivals.  Nevertheless, 
the excitement generated by this movement resulted in dramatic increases in the membership of the Waynes-
burg Presbyterian Church: in 1845 alone, one hundred and twenty-five members were added.  A Sunday 
School became part of its ministry in 1864, establishing a strong tradition which continues to the present, when 
those regularly attending include infants and octogenarians.  In 1871 with the town changing its name, the 
church became the Presbyterian Congregation of McVeytown. 
 In the twentieth century the town has shifted from a rather self-sufficient town with sand mining as its 
chief industry to a “bedroom community” for Lewistown.  At the one hundred fiftieth anniversary in 1933 the 
long-time pastor, Rev. Fred E. Andrews did much to recover and preserve the congregation’s history.  During 
the ministry of Rev. Edward J. Ardis (1956-67) The Fred E. Andrews Christian Education Building was con-
structed and dedicated.  The deepest history of the church is, as it has always been, the faith stories of mem-
bers:  in their reverence of God, their commitment to Jesus Christ, and their openness to the guidance of the 
Holy Spirit in their daily lives. 
 The present pastor is the Rev. Jeanette E. Rapp Mater.  She has served since 1989 and is the first 
woman to serve as minister of this congregation.
