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 Report on The Magnetic Church Event         Submitted by Peggy Kendall   
 The Magnetic Church Event, held in October attracted 118 partici-
pants from 37 congregations.  It was held at the State College Pres-
byterian Church and led by Andrew (Andy) Weeks, an Episcopalian 
Layman 
    On Friday evening participants gathered for fellowship and re-
freshments before beginning the workshop on evangelism. Andy 
shared his faith journey and how he came to be an evangelist.   
    He defines evangelism as inviting non-believers to “taste’ our 
faith, assisting non-believers to become believers, encouraging be-
lievers to become disciples and inspiring disciples to become evangelists. 
    His goal for each church is to attract newcomers, welcome them in the name 
of God, affirm them as children of God, respond to their spiritual needs, and en-
gage them to become disciples.  He emphasized that church growth should not 
be the goal but could be the bi-product of sincere and effective individual and 
corporate evangelism. 
    He noted that evangelism will fail if the aim is to fill jobs slots or balance the 
budget, or if it is left to one small group or committee or if it is expected that it is 
the clergy’s job. Evangelism will succeed if negative images of evangelists and  
personal hurdles such as  general discomfort  with evangelism, inexperience in  
discussing broad or personal faith issues and beliefs can be overcome and trust 
put in the Holy Spirit. 
    He emphasized the fact that the world is no longer a Christian-centric world; it 
no longer views churches as ‘pillars’, but just as one of many options. Secular 
culture does not reinforce the benefit or value of attending church. In order to 
make a connection with the non-churched it is necessary to know who they are, 
what they are looking for and  what their spiritual needs are. Inviting them will 
result inevitably in change, and congregations which embrace change as oppor-
tunity, manage change well and in small increments will thrive by recognizing 
the new and changing needs and gifts of  all members and responding to them.  
   On Saturday, Andy concentrated on marketing the church to the public begin-
ning with evaluating the signs outside and inside the church. Are the outside 
signs lighted and easily read, is pertinent information on them - the who, what, 
where and when of the activities on Sunday?  Are facilities for disabled people 
posted. Inside signs are equally important. Are the rooms well marked, are they 
cheerful and well lit and easily found?  
    To emphasize the importance of greeters the participants were divided up into 
teams of 4. Each person took the part of  a visitor and greeter, and had a chance 
to critique the greeter and evaluate  the whole scene based on the many  sugges-
tions that had been made.  
    Lunch was served by the State College Church after which we continued with 
a lengthy discussion on the value of bulletins, newsletters and   Continued on page 8

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AS YOU HAVE DONE IT TO ONE OF 
THE LEAST OF THESE    Submitted by Joy Kaufmann,  General Presbyter 
    "...the king will answer, 'Truly I tell you: anything you did for one of my broth-
ers and sisters here, however insignificant, you did for me." Matthew 25:40 
    Numerous disasters have struck the world since last December. Are any 
of the rest of you feeling a bit overwhelmed by it all? I 
surely am. But our denomination gives us a simple way 
to help our brothers and sisters far and near: Presbyterian 
Disaster Assistance (PDA).  
    When you think about recent disasters, what comes to 
mind? The tsunami surely, and Hurricanes Katrina and 
Rita, and perhaps the horrific earthquake in northern 
Pakistan and Pakistani controlled Kashmir. If you click 
onto the PDA portion of the Presbyterian Church (USA) 
website (www.pcusa.org) you find numerous disasters listed and steps to 
take from which you may choose. Some of the situations given less atten-
tion by the media include Hurricane Stan in Central America, various 
storms that have hit Florida, flooding this past summer in India, food cri-
ses in Malawi and Niger, violence in the Darfur region of the Sudan and 
an earthquake on Nias Island. The scope of the need boggles the mind, but 
PDA gives us a way to begin to "do for our brothers and sisters, however 
insignificant" for Christ's sake.  
    Having traveled in Northern Pakistan and having seen the building con-
struction - rebar and rotten concrete in cities and stone piled upon stone 
for village huts - the stark figures come alive in my mind. 79,000 persons 
dead become faces of people my husband and I may have met in our city 
ramblings and rural trekking. Three million displaced as winter ap-
proaches is more than a figure on the page. The winters are harsh in the 
Hindu Kush area of the Himalayas, and it will be almost impossible to 
keep babies, young children and older people alive when the snow goes 
higher than 10 feet. So I look to PDA for some hope.   
    In 2004 PDA programmed $6 million to meet the immediate and long-
term recovery needs of disastor survivors. So far $85,000 worth of aid has 
gone to Pakistan, including the purchase of numerous wool blankets and 
the participation of the Taxila Christian Hospital in the response. It is even 
easier to help here in the USA. PDA has set up camps adequate for 12,000 
persons who will help with Hurricane Katrina relief. And there is even a 
form on which you may register your home as a temporary shelter for per-
sons displaced by the storms. Our own State College Church is working 
with PDA to set up work groups of at least four persons each to go at vari-
ous times in the next year to help out. The State College staff has said they 
would be willing to receive calls from persons from our other churches 
that might not be able to field a team of four for a given date, and match 
those folks with others.  
    So you have lots of choices of ways to help. You can click on the PDA 
page and donate. Or you may make a gift through your church and ask 
session to pool it with other gifts. You may call State College Church and 
ask to be part of a work group. You may sign up your home to take in 
those made homeless by the storms. And you can always pray, pray and 
pray some more. In this world, surely you and I are called to be bearers of 
a message of hope, through Christ who is our hope.

Retired 
clergy should have  recently re-
ceived two letters from the Board of 
Pensions regarding  their prescrip-
tion coverage and that being offered 
by Medicare. The word we have 
received is that the Board’s pro-
gram offers more comprehensive  
coverage for the majority of retir-
ees.  
    The  Medicare D plan might be 
beneficial for retirees who meet the 
eligibility guidelines which are 
based on income.  This plan is for 
retirees on a limited income. Those 
who are determined to be eligible 
for the Medicare D  plan by Social 
Security must present a letter of eli-
gibility  to the Board of Pensions.   
     Ms. Mindy Broad, who deals 
with Medicare issues for the Board, 
invites any retiree with questions

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 Clergy Profile: Christina Trimble

         Petersburg-Bethel Church 
      How many of you can claim to have lived in 
Mars?  Our guest this month can. 
      Rev. Christina Trimble is a graduate of 
Mars High School, Pennsylvania; Chatham Col-
lege in Pittsburgh, Pittsburgh Theological Semi-
nary (class of 2001) and presently serves as pas-
tor of Highland Park Presbyterian Church in 
Lewistown. 
      Becoming a doctor was Christina’s original 
goal, but God had other plans. Wrestling with 
God’s call came from the influence of her home 
church and experiencing the New Wilmington 
Missionary Conference.  
    Christina was selected, or as she puts it, 
“called”, to go Ethiopia as part of the summer 
service team from  NWMC for 1996. With 
plans of going to medical school upon her re-
turn, God used this missionary trip to reveal 
more of His plan. Christina shares, “…but 
Ethiopia, without electric and running water for 
the most part gave God lots of time to show and 
tell me what His plan was for me.” Adding a 
few more years of short-term missionary work 
in Arizona, Mexico, West Virginia and Pennsyl-
vania, helped to confirm God’s call to ministry. 
      A memorable moment of ministry was dur-
ing her year-long internship as student pastor 
for Forest Presbyterian Church (Utica Presby-
tery) in Lyons Falls, New York. “My colleagues 
and I, at the time, found out that they do not 
teach you everything you need to know in semi-
nary and you probably will never learn every-
thing, you just have to trust God to lead and 
provide.” Her reference is to September 11, 
2001. 
      Christina’s experiences have given her a 
real heart for missions and she recommends 
reading: “What Every Church Member Should 
Know About Poverty,” by Ruby K. Payne and 
Bill Ehlig. In Christina’s words, “It’s easy for 
us to see poverty as something out there that 
affects those people. But poverty isn’t just about 
money and my guess is that every church has 
folks falling into different kinds of poverty, ei-
ther within their local body or right outside the 
door.”

You Can Make A Difference!

        For the past several years,  “Angel Tree”- a 
branch of Prison Fellowship Ministry - has been 
reaching out to children in at least three ways: A 
Christmas Gift Outreach, A Summer Camping Ex-
perience, and Year-round Mentoring Opportunities. 
Every year in the US, “Angel Tree” has the oppor-
tunity to reach some two million children who have 
one or both parents in prison. These children come 
from broken homes and all walks of life. They did-
n’t choose their circumstances, and for many, their 
opportunities are limited because of their family 
situations. In 2003, 525,000 children were reached 
at Christmas time and 7,300 children got to attend a 
Christian summer camp at little or no cost to them 
because of churches and volunteers who support the 
ministry. And those numbers continue to increase. 
       This summer, 8 “Angel Tree” kids were able to 
attend Camp Krislund, and they had an awesome 
experience. Next year, I would like to see that num-
ber increase. Here is a way for you to get your con-
gregation involved in the ministry at Krislund, even 
if you don’t have school age children in your 
church. Should you accept the challenge, Angel 
Tree contributes $195 per camper, and the church is 
asked to make up the rest of the registration fee and 
fill a backpack with necessary camping items 
(sunscreen, toothbrush and paste, soap, a  
disposable camera, etc.). Then someone delivers the 
backpack to the camper and helps them with trans-
portation as needed. Finally, the child gets to have a 
life-changing experience. 
       “Angel Tree’s” hope is that by making more 
Christian connections with the family than just at 
Christmas these children might come to the knowl-
edge of Christ as their Savior and be upheld by a 
local congregation year-round. 
      That being said, the sooner you express interest 
in the program, either to “Angel Tree” directly or to 
me, the better we will be able to match you with a 
child from your own community. So it is not too 
early … Start thinking about summer 2006 at Camp 
Krislund and decide whether or not your congrega-
tion is willing to make a commitment to share in 
this opportunity to make a difference in a young 
person’s life.
