"By that baptism into his death we were buried with him, in order that, as Christ was 
raised from the dead by the glorious power of the Father, so also we might set out on a 
new life." Romans 6:4  
     Do you ever feel you just don't have enough time? Work, 
home, church and leisure activities seem to demand more 
than the time allowed. Lots of our people tell me, "It just feels 
like I never have enough time." If you think about it, captivity 
to the calendar is just a modern form of putting secondary 
things first. All too often it can lead to a diminished prayer 
life and feelings of walking through life in our own power 
(and our own anxiety when things don't go so well.) Or 
maybe I'm the only one in the presbytery who ever lets this 
happen! 
      Christ's resurrection really does promise us new life, life abundant, in this life 
as well as in the next. What might new life look like in terms of the "oppression 
by calendar" that so many people seem to experience? A good place to start is 
focusing on the essentials. For most this means keeping relationships with family, 
friends and the Almighty strong. Pausing for prayer several times a day helps. 
Paying the bills/taking care of life's necessities needs to be close to the head of 
the list as well. And physical exercise is an essential. When you think of it, pretty 
much everything else is a discretionary activity and could be shed.  
      Each one of us bears the joyful responsibility of listening for God's will and 
direction in our lives, and that includes how we spend our time. If you aren't ex-
periencing the "new life in Christ" that we are promised because your life is filled 
with business, maybe it is time to stop, rethink, and reschedule. This holds true 
for congregations as well as individuals.  
     In visiting our churches, it looks like we keep pretty busy. It is all worthwhile 
activity, good activity, sometimes activity of long-standing. But do we ever stop 
for a moment as a congregation and reassess? Do we pause and ask, "What is the 
essential purpose of a church and are we fulfilling it?" If we determine we are not 
covering some of the essential points (evangelism, worship, Christian education, 
mission), do we ever decide to stop doing some things "we've always done be-
fore" in order to refocus on more essential actions?  
      As a denomination we have tended to focus on worship and mission, some-
times ignoring Christian education and almost always avoiding evangelism. I'll be 
candid - this is worrisome. Sharing the wonderful ways in which God has acted in 
our lives is such a joyful thing and essential for a healthy Christian life. But most 
of us haven't focused on this essential in a while (make that five decades for most 
of us!), and so we might be feeling a bit shy about faith sharing.  
     Just when you thought I was about to ask you to burn your calendar, I am 
about to ask you to consider putting an essential activity on it.    Continued on page 2
