            Easter is past and Pentecost just around the corner as 
I write this column. Our pastors have passed from the exhaustion that accompa-
nies Holy Week and Easter into the run up to Pentecost… and summer.  
 
            It is easy to begin to believe it all depends upon us, that somehow Jesus 
can’ t build up the church without us. It is true we are to do our best for Christ’s 
sake, but if we wear ourselves out with well doing, we won’ t be of any use to 
Christ and his church at all .  
 
            This past week at the Executive Presbyter Forum, Dave Bleivik, 
General Presbyter of Washington Presbytery, led our daily worship and devo-
tions. He knew people at the table love serving the church and he knew that 
many of our churches face challenging circumstances about which we pray and 
in which we are often called to help. So he offered the following questions to 
help reconnect us with that which causes our cups to overflow.  
 
            First, he asked, “What fill s you?” Each of us took a turn sharing what in 
our li fe refill s our li fe’s cup with refreshment. For one person, it is a daily run. 
For another, it is weekly preaching. I pray the geography of the presbytery, 
thinking of each congregation, its faces, names and situations, and offer them 
to God. What fill s you? 
 
            Then he asked four other questions, each emphasizing an important 
aspect of a healthy faith. The questions are these. Who is your Barnabas? 
That is, who is the person to whom you turn for wisdom, support and en-
couragement? Who is your Timothy? A healthy person shares faith and 
wisdom with someone younger (or at least younger in the faith), and this is 
a “Timothy” . Where is your Antioch, the community of faith in which you 
serve and by which you are strengthened? Finally, what is your Macedonia, 
the mission field to which you are call ed? May you be strengthened in your 
inner being as spring turns to summer.

Newsletter Costs are Decreasing…But We Need More Help 
 

            One of the ways that we are making a conscious effort to spend your per capita dollars more wisely 
is by emaili ng copies of the Agape Herald, without sacrificing the circulation, instead of surface maili ng out 
paper copies .   
 
            For the Jan. /Feb. issue of the newsletter we mailed 488 paper copies of the Agape Herald costing 
the Presbytery 51 cents per copy for printing and postage.   For the March/April i ssue we started an Agape 
Herald email li st and emailed 69 copies, and surface mailed 408 paper copies.  The March/April i ssue of 
the Agape Herald cost 65 cents per copy.  (The cost hike was due to our printer raising his rates.)  For the 
May issue of the Agape Herald, we found a less expensive printer, emailed 200 copies of the newsletter, 
and surface mailed 329 paper copies.  The May issue cost 39 cents per copy for printing and postage.  But 
we would like to cut costs even further by emaili ng out even more copies of the newsletter.  So, please 
help us.  If you are receiving a paper copy of this newsletter in your mailbox, and you have an email address 
and would be will ing to receive your copy via email , please call or email the Presbytery office with the 
email address where you would like your copy sent.   
 
Other ways that we are trying to cut costs are: 
*Emaili ng out committee and council minutes where we can. 
*Emaili ng out the treasurer’s reports where we can. 
*Printing out our own letterhead in office instead of having a printer make our letterhead for us. 
*Hand stamping the return address on all of our envelopes instead of sending that to a printer.

Blooming

            During this time of year, we watch as flowers 
bloom, and fresh green buds turn into leaves on trees, 
new wild li fe appears and so much more. Reflecting 
on this time of year, it reminded me of a recent change 
that the Presbyterian Homes made at one of our locations 
that, to me, brought renewed li fe to our residents.  
 
            In March, Presbyterian Homes made a decision 
to close the Personal Care Facili ty in Phili psburg, 
Moshannon Heights. After many years of providing 
care to hundreds and more recently some forty resi-
dents and now only sixteen, a decision was made over 
a year ago to close this old building.  So, we began the 
process of planning and constructing a new facili ty to 
house our sixteen residents, plus two more. Of course our 
residents were saddened that the place they had called 
home, for some longer than others, was closing and much 
ambivalence prevailed.  We tried showing blue prints of 
the new construction to ease their minds, we took them to 
the site of the new location, we told them that we would 
furnish the new building with some of the old antique 
furniture that currently fill ed their living space and we 
would name the new personal care building the Heights 
at Windy Hill Vill age. We explained that they would 
now be attached to the skill ed nursing facili ty and have 
access to more health care options.  
             But still the ambivalence continued. About two 
weeks before it was time for our residents to move into 
their new home, we took them to see it, to pick out their 
rooms and mailboxes. It was amazing to see their reac-
tions, still saddened over leaving something familiar, but 
seemingly overjoyed with enthusiasm about their new 
living space. We heard comments from residents and 
family members like…”wow, it is so much brighter 
here”…”what an elegant place”… “I’m excited”…. “it’s 
a good new change”….”I never dreamed it would be like 
this”… “I am grateful”…. When the move in date had to 
be delayed a few days, the residents were disappointed 
that they could not be in their new homes. They were 
ready for this new “good” change that was taking place 
in their lives.  
 
Like spring, our residents have embraced this change and 
have a renewed sense about them. They seem to be 
blooming. They are so proud of where they live and 
they “ love where they live.”  
 

     
Dear brothers and sisters in Chr ist, 

      Our churches at Broad Avenue and First Al-
toona are seeking to merge in the near future. One 
of the practical needs they reali zed they have is 
that of learning how to be more intentionally 
welcoming to visitors. Their hope is, of course, 
that once they merge and perhaps move to a new 
property, new people will start to “check them 
out” .

Mountain Top Larger Par ish to Host June Presbytery Meeting 
 
     The Rev. Richard C. Austin of Dungannon, VA, the first pastor of the Mountain Top Larger Parish of the 
Presbyterian Church (USA), will preach at the opening worship service when the Presbytery of Huntingdon 
holds its 619th Stated Meeting on Tues., June 13th at the Fruit Hill Presbyterian Church of New Mill port (near 
Ansonvill e). The occasion for the meeting is the 50th Anniversary of the Mountain Top Larger Parish.  
Austin’s sermon is “Cloudy Witnesses” , based on the letter to the Hebrews 12:1 & 2. Members of the Parish 
and their Pastor, Duncan Nichol, will be participating in the worship. 
      
     Austin, who served as pastor from 1959-1963, is working on a documentary history of the founding of the 
Parish and will have copies in hand at the June meeting. The Parish, which was founded on June 24, 1956 at 
the Presbytery’ s meeting in Birmingham, PA, originally was composed of f ive churches. The Presbytery 
dissolved the Boardman  Presbyterian Church in 1966 and the Berwinsdale Presbyterian Church in 1970. Today, 
the Parish consists of the Fruit Hill Presbyterian Church of New Mill port, the Glen Richey Presbyterian 
Church and the Pine Grove Bethel Presbyterian Church of Clearfield. 
 
     The offering at the June 13th presbytery will be designated for the Presbyterian Peacemaking offering. 
  
     Prior to the presbytery meeting, from 4-5:15 p.m., the Presbytery’s Leadership Umbrella Team will be 
holding a free workshop on the Workshop Rotation Model of teaching. All are asked to pre-register by calli ng 
the presbytery at 814-742-2200, if possible. 
 
     Other summertime events that the Parish will be holding include a “Grand Celebration Weekend” and an 
August Corn Boil . 
      
     The Parish’s “Grand Celebration Weekend”, Fri., July 21 to Sun., July 23 will begin on Friday with an 
opening worship service at the Pine Grove Bethel Presbyterian Church of Clearfield, beginning at 6 p.m. The 
Rev. Joy Kaufmann, the General Presbyter of Huntingdon Presbytery, will be preaching. Following the service, a 
fun night will be held at the Glen Richey Fire Fall from 7-10 p.m. Carter Ackerman of State College will be 
the caller for line dancing, round dancing, square dancing and some ball room dancing. A Chinese Auction will 
also be held. On Sat., July 22, a picnic will be held at the Pavili ons of the Fruit Hill Presbyterian Church. A 
“history night” will follow in the Parish Hall at Fruit Hill . The celebration weekend will conclude with a joint 
worship service with communion at the Glen Richey Presbyterian Church on Sun., July 23 at 10 a.m. Lunch 
will follow at the Glen Richey Fire Hall .

                          Small Church Assessment Team Serves Sessions 
     
      The Small Church Assessment Team serves to assist churches in assessing their needs and opportunities 
for renewal; and to assist churches in developing a plan for transformation and renewal. 
          Two co-chairs coordinate the recruitment and development of the Small Church  Assessment Team. 
They meet with Joy Kaufmann, staff advisor. The co-chairs brainstorm names for recruitment to the team, 
deploy them geographically, and make sure that four to six hours of training is provided. (Some “refresher” 
training may be needed.) The co-chairs then give copies of the meetings that the various teams have with each 
church Session to the Ministry with Congregations Committee of COM for their work in helping our churches. 
     The goal is to have teams in place for Sessions to call as the need arises.  
     The Small Church Assessment Team is currently in the process of assigning 15 people, who have received 
training, to form three-person teams. Each team will pick a leader and a secretary. The secretary will t hen send 
the minutes on to the co-chairs and to Joy.  
     Three books that the team are recommending for churches and Small Assessment Team members for their 
continuing education are the following. Each is available in our Resource Center, Bellwood.

E. Stanley Ott, Eerdmans.
