      Last week 150+ presbytery 
and synod staff execs. and General Assembly staff 
met in Dallas, TX for three days of conversation 
about retooling the mission funding system of our 
denomination. We all could describe the "pinch" - 
shrinking numbers in the pews, although not yet 
shrinking dollars... Baby Boomers and Gen Xers 
strongly preferring to designate their giving rather 
than giving to the "Unified" line item...more and 
more people and congregations giving directly to 
General Assembly mission projects through their 
computers rather than through their presbytery mis-
sion treasuries... and the issue of trust between the 
givers and those who administer the funds, espe-
cially at the General Assembly offices. What we did-
n't describe, and cannot yet, is the new form a mis-
sion funding system might take. The conversation, 
while good on account of its representation of voices 
from all around the country, felt like moving through 
a wall slowly. Where there is no vision....but I be-
lieve the vision will come, and promise to share 
more with you at the January presbytery meeting 
regarding mission funding.  
      In the meantime, as the New Year begins, and as 
I processed my frustration about the lack of a clearly 
emerging vision, I couldn't help but think of a fellow 
Christian who had a clear vision. Her name was 
Miss J. Nedra Schilling, honorably retired from dec-
ades of insurance sales, including thousands upon 
thousands of cold calls.

Neddie died recently at the age of 90 years young. The story I am 
about to tell you took place when she was only 75.  
     One Sunday, after worship, she came to me at the door and said, 
"Joy dear, does anyone from our church visit with those in prison?" 
I said, no, not that I knew of. She said, "Doesn't the Bible tell us to 
visit with those in prison?" Had to admit it did. She said, "Well, our 
church has someone now!" And that very day she signed up to 
teach the Sunday afternoon Bible study at the Dauphin County 
prison.  
      She came to love her "girls". (I had to stifle the desire to tell her 
they were young women - I figured when you are 75 you have the 
right to call anyone "girls" if you want to.) Those Bible studies 
were a time of joyful sharing. And then she noticed a pattern: an 
inmate would announce her release date at the Bible study. Every-
one would celebrate. And then, two to three months later, the young 
woman was right back in the jail. "Why?" Miss Schilling asked. 
Because everyone had the same story to tell. Released with a few 
hundred dollars in their pockets, no family that wanted an alcoholic 
or drug addict in their midst, and no marketable skills, everyone 
ended up using the only means of raising money she had at her dis-
posal - and hated herself for it. So the women anesthetized them-
selves with drugs and alcohol. Virtually all were picked up on drug 
or prostitution charges.  
      So Nedra asked what the women needed to stay on "the out-
side" and become productive. To a woman they all said, "a safe 
place to call home until we get established." So Miss J. Nedra 
Schilling, Presbyterian elder and choir member, founded a home 
called Promise Place. She single-handedly found the house mother 
who had walked the same walk as the young women, but this 
housemother had been found by God. She bought the house (a bit 
of a rat trap, but it safely held 10), pulled together a board of direc-
tors, found insurance, held annual fund raisers, and was a one-
woman ambassador of good will for the women of Promise Place.  
       A miraculous thing happened! The recidivism rate went from 
83% to 17%. Every woman was helped to find employment, signed 
up for GED classes or the local community college, was in a D & A 
program, and if she had children, was working to be reunited. And 
almost everyone went to a church of her choice.  
      If one 75 year old woman with a vision of what God wants of 
her life can do so much good, what about the rest of us? Surely God 
will raise up the visionaries among us to help us focus on mission 
funding for the future based upon what our mission will need to be. 
For some churches, it may be maintaining a strong, perhaps the 
only, Christian witness in their sparsely populated region. For oth-
ers, it may be foreign missions in the classic sense. And for still 
others, it may very well be a kind of laser-like refocus on mission 
to the millions of unchurched persons in our own country. May 
God help us find our collective vision for mission, so that whether 
we live or we die, it is to the Lord.    Blessings to you this new year.

     Hopefully all the churches of our presbytery have made their financial budgets for the new year.  It is also 
hoped you have increased your giving to vital mission programs, including General Assembly, the Synod, and 
the mission projects of our own presbytery for both unified giving and expected designated giving. 
    Having done those important projects, I now ask you to consider the Counseling Ministry.  We are still alive 
and busy with two offices; one in State College which serves persons from Centre, Mifflin, and Clearfield 
counties and one in Altoona which serves persons in Blair, Huntingdon, and Bedford counties.  Many of our 
clients can only pay limited fees—i.e. five or ten dollars.  Some are unable to pay at all.  Thus, we frequently 
need to cover the shortfall regarding the twenty dollar fee that the counselor deserves.  This is where churches 
can help us to meet our tight budget. 
    In the Gospel of Mark (7:24-30) and again in Luke (15:21-28) there is a story that rings true.  A Greek 
woman (Gentile) finds out that Jesus in in Tyre and Sidon.  She takes her daughter with an “unclean spirit” and 
begs for healing.  Our Lord uses rather sharp words:  “Let the children be fed first.  It is not right to take the 
children’s food and throw it to the dogs.”  There is a quick retort: “Sir, even the dogs under the table eat the 
children’s scraps.”  Jesus is pleased with her persistence and sends her away with the assurance that her daugh-
ter is cured. 
    As Pastoral Counselors, our job is to help people with demons that torment their souls.  They have confi-
dence in us when they come seeking help.  If all the churches in presbytery could give us financial “scraps” it 
would go a long way in helping to bring healing to those who seek it.

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Babes Update                  from Rodney and Sharyn Babe’s Christmas letter. 
     Sharyn and I are temporarily living outside Greensboro, NC.  It’s just about 60 degrees colder than 

standing in the shade in Haiti.  We are living in a beautiful home, surrounded by great people and part of an 
active mission-minded church.  We were part of the autumn season changes – the second time in about 
twenty years.  Half a lifetime in Haiti with no trees or no seasons might have helped us appreciate it so 
much.  Wish I could learn to appreciate the cold as well. 

Because the Haiti elections were postponed twice recently and now just finally seem set for January, 
the PC (USA) has advised us to plan on staying in school through the Spring 2006 semester.  They, as we do, 
continue to receive many reports of violence and continual kidnappings and car-jackings:  To those of you 
planning on visiting Haiti soon, please be aware the church has never before asked us to leave Haiti – even 
during the violent civil strife of the early 1990’s.  Each time a missionary or visitor is kidnapped and ransom 
paid, it becomes worse.  Prayerfully ask yourself how you can best help Haiti at this junction – paying tens 
of thousands of dollars to hopefully be freed from a ransom situation or supporting an ongoing church or-
ganization helping the needy.  This has already happened to several people we know personally. 

Before leaving Haiti, we were able to make some administrative changes.  In our absence the CODEP 
program is functioning extremely well under the direction of the Haitian leaders we helped train.  Summer 
school had 140 kids and 35 teachers and lasted three months – a glorious success story.  Most of the pro-

grams continue.  School support and scholarships continue.  Again this 
year, CODEP planted over 500,000 trees – trees for building and cook-
ing and holding the soil where it needs to stay. 
For a dozen or more years we’ve been working with the moringa tree.  
It’s sometimes called “The Miracle Tree of the Tropics.”  One of the 
last big projects we began was producing edible oil from the seeds of 
this tree.  It’s a pretty simple process once figured out, and it provides 
lots of high quality cooking oil for the rural poor.  Dozens of pictures 
of this process and the training events are on my screensaver and they 
keep drawing me back to the great things that have been accomplished.  
The pictures also remind me of the work still in progress.  And the 
work that remains to do … 
Thank you for being part of it all.  And when people ask you, “What’s 
happening in Haiti?” smile and say with confidence, “Our Haitian 
church leaders are doing a great job of healing the land, feeding the 
people, providing water and jobs and schools and hope.” 
May we all remember the changes this season has brought to all man-
kind.  Wherever we may be this joyous season, know that the people of 
Haiti’s CODEP are praying for us all.  And not just praying but also 
actively doing all they can, with your continued help, even in your ab-
sence.

    Starting fresh with a new number…2006…can certainly be uplifting. A 
chance to renew …an opportunity to review…and maybe to re-do !  Look-
ing forward is often more desirable than looking back, yet reminiscing can 
give us the perspective we need to  
look forward more realistically and to plan effectively. 
    I have many conversations in the course of my chosen work that center 
on past accomplishments, cherished memories, and those snapshots of de-
parted friends and family that live on inside us in one form or another. Of-
ten the verbiage turns to what’s next. Off into the unknown our minds do 
speed with anticipation, hope, and expectations. We can’t see around that 
fast-approaching corner, but we believe in the good that lies ahead with 
reliance on the innate good that lies in people.   
     The daily news would probably lead you to think otherwise, that the 
whole world is going straight to the extreme south in a hand-basket. A 
common denominator among those with whom I converse, though, seems 
to be an abiding faith in real people. They have developed an ability to 
overcome the media storms and the political lightning and see a quality of 
life that’s not necessarily ideal, but a life that is meaningful, directional, 
and secure.  
     An uncle of mine recently passed away, peacefully, in his own chair in 
his own apartment… a  quiet man living a rewarding life in a quiet retire-
ment community.  He was 97. Diminutive in stature, he has was gigantic 
in character with an unsuspecting ability to strategize. Back in the ‘70s he 
was among the very first to reside at this fairly unique campus, not unlike 
our Presbyterian Homes. He had worked hard as a farmer and a road la-
borer, building many of the major arteries that serve western Pennsylvania 
today. His birthday was July 3rd, his wife’s July 5th and their wedding date 
was July 4th.That was his only day off. He ultimately retired as Director of 
Facilities at the local elementary school where he was always consulted 
before administration hired someone! 
    After my aunt’s sudden death, he mapped out a secure future for him-
self that yielded a full life of relationships, traveling the country, and ser-
vice to his church. His retirement years numbered more than 30...the good 
things he experienced in those years were countless. He never waited to 
make “ new year’s resolutions.” He kept a positive frame of mind through 
many fresh starts.
